The  Council  of  Ministers  meeting  in  its  Second  Extraordinary  Session  in  Lagos,

Nigeria, from 24 to 29 February 1964,

Recalling the  resolution  on  social  and  labour  matters  adopted  by  the  Summit

Conference of Heads of State and Government in May 1963,

Considering the subsequent creation of the Economic and Social Commission and

that the question of setting up an independent African Trade Union Organization falls within

the Commission’s competence,

Noting that this Commission has not yet studied this question,

Recommends that the Economic and Social Commission study the problem as soon

as possible and submit to the Council of Ministers a detailed report.
