The Executive Council:

1.

TAKES NOTE of the Lisbon Summit Report, the Joint Strategy, Action Plan
and Declaration of the Africa-EU Summit, held in Lisbon, Portugal, from 8 to
9 December, 2007,

COMMENDS the Commission of the African Union and the European
Commission for the quality of the Joint Strategy and Action Plan;

ALSO TAKES NOTE of the concerns expressed by AU Member States
during the Lisbon Summit, on the issues of the impact of the interim
economic partnership agreement on the African integration agenda and
economic development;

REQUESTS the Commission to continue with the coordination of the EPA
negotiation process between the various African regional negotiating groups
and the European Union;

URGES Member States, Regional Economic Communities and other
stakeholders to implement the first Action Plan under the coordination of
the Commission;

DECIDES that the venue of the Third Africa-EU Summit will be in the
Great Socialist People’s Libyan Arab Jamabhiriya.
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
