ENACTS

Article 1

Gen. CHEIKH O. DIARRA is hereby appointed as the Deputy Executive Secretary for Political Affairs, Defence and
Security in the Executive Secretariat for a period of four (4) years with effect from the date he assumes duty.

Article 2

This Regulation shall be published by the Executive Secretariat in the Official Journal of the Community within
thirty (30) days of its signature by the Chairman of the Council of Ministers. It shall also be published by each
Member State in its National Gazette within the same time-frame.
